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On the middle Saturday in July you’ll most likely find me perusing the paintings, jewelry, 
pottery, and other goodies found at the Willoughby ArtsFest, a day-long street festival 
where vendors tempt you with their creations.   
 
I seem to have developed a weakness for pottery, and this year was no exception.  I picked up a great 
square-shaped bowl made by a potter named Greg from Indiana.  Soon after that, I crossed the street to 
look at another potter’s wares.  Among the usual potter’s items I saw an unusual thing: yarn and nee-
dles resting in a beautiful bowl!   
 
“What’s that?!” I asked excitedly.  OK, maybe that wasn’t the first thing I asked.  I think it was: 
“OOH!  May I knit on that?!”  The potter and his wife said “Sure!” and I picked up the bamboo nee-
dles and red yarn and knit a few rows while I chatted with them and found out what this bowl was.   

 
Greg Neal and his wife Amy of Neal Pottery have created these beautiful 
yarn bowls, and sell them at art festivals and online on Etsy.com.  Accord-
ing to their Etsy site: “Our yarn bowls have become a favorite of anyone 
who loves to knit or crochet. The bowl nestles your yarn while you work, 
preventing it from rolling away and keeping the yarn clean as well.   [The] 
yarn bowl is quite generous in size, measuring 6 ½” across the top and 4” 
tall. The bowl has a fishhook channel design, making it easy to remove 
your yarn if you want to take your project to go. We place cork pads on 
the bottom to protect surfaces.” 

 
$32 buys you a gorgeous, handmade ceramic bowl. I soon realized that if I ever want it to look like a 
‘normal’ bowl I’ll just turn the fishhook opening to the back and display it on my mantle.  The bowls 
come in a variety of color glazes.

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Do you ever wonder what gems and secrets are in the notions bags of successful knit-
ters?  Online knitters say the two top tools are: #1) Chibi needles and #2) the needle 
sizer/ruler.   To make sure you’re not forgetting anything, here’s what some of our 

fellow guild members don’t leave home without… 
 
Velta Winker — I love my “The Knit Kit” which holds a retractable 
tape measure, folding scissors, clickable row counter, and crochet 
hook for dropped stitches; it has room for tapestry needles, stitch 
markers, and needle tips, all in a small plastic case. Without it I’m 
forever running around looking for these things (which have usually hidden themselves in my 
couch cushions) :-) 
 

Louise Vouk — There are MANY things in my notions bag that I couldn’t live without.  Three most 
important for me are stitch markers, my Chibi needle holder, and a pad of paper with pen. 
 
Mo Doerner — I love my mini Leatherman which has small, sharp scissors and a bottle opener.  I 
also have my tape measure, bent-tip Chibi needles, stitch markers, row counters, crochet hooks, stitch 
holders, and smooth cotton yarn for the provisional cast on and holding stitches. 

  
Pavia Lewis — The mesh “Oh Snap!” bags from Namaste are the most use-
ful thing in the world!  I use the two larger ones for small projects, or for 
crochet hooks and gadgets, and I use the littler one for stitch markers, row counters, darn-
ing needles, etc.  Can’t live without them in my knitting bag! 
 

Sue Crowe — calculator, pen, tape measure, crochet hook, yarn needle, stitch markers, stitch 
holders, scissors and the see-through colored tape for pattern following.    
 
Judithe Sopple — yarn needles, needle size calibrator, scissors, yardage gauge, stitch markers 
and holders, tape measure, crochet hooks, cable needle, highlighter tape (in purple, of course), 
pen and paper, needle point covers.  
  
Chris Thoburn — M&M’s, of course, and a small notebook so I can write down all the great tips and patterns I 
hear about at guild meetings.   
 
Nora Eason — Post-It notes, darning needles in an eraser case, cable needle, tweezers, crochet hooks, dental floss, 
pen, pencil, small notebook, nail file, hand lotion, moist towelettes, and business cards (NCKG and my own).  
 
Gloria Goldstein — I save the fasteners from loaves of bread and bags of oranges and use them as mini bobbins 
for loose ends and beginning cast-ons so I don’t use those ends by mistake. 
 

Ginny Thomas — This is what is in my knitting kit (in no particular order): various-sized 
crochet hooks, Post-It notes, needle gauge, ruler, calculator, pen, pencil, scissors, cable 
needles, tape measure, row counter, pompom maker, yarn clipper, needle case with five 
different-sized yarn needles, highlighter tape, plastic squares to use as bobbins, cotton 
yarn, metal stitch holder, coil-less safety pins, markers (plastic rings, rubber rings, plastic 
clips) hand lotion, emery board, and Kleenex. 
 
Suzanne King — scissors, highlighter, and pencil with eraser.

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ing in a front-load washing machine is possible? Well, I’m here to tell you, “Yes, it is.”   
 
It’s basically the same as using a top-load machine, with a couple of twists.  The agitation 
in a top loader is caused by the back-and-forth motion of the middle section. The agitation 
process for felting in a front-load washing machine is caused by the rotation of the drum. 
This rotation causes the project to be dropped from top to bottom of the drum repeatedly as 
the machine goes through the washing process. 
 
Another difference between using a front loader and a top loader for your felting projects is 
that front loaders usually lock shut during a cycle. This means that you can’t stop the wash mid-cycle and open 
the door to check on your project like you can in a top loader*.  Some front loaders allow you stop the cycle 
and drain the water as soon as the wash part is done. You have to be on the spot and catch it before the spin 
starts, drain the water, then remove your piece and rinse it by hand.  That may sound daunting, but if you’ve 
done your homework and tested a swatch as I recommend, you should have no problems. 
 
Here’s what you should do to ensure a good felting experience...Place your finished item in a mesh laundry 
bag or pillowcase large enough that your project has room to lay flat and move around.  You may want to 
make certain that all your ends are finished off BEFORE you felt. 
 
Set your washing machine to hot wash/cold rinse and smallest load size. 
 
Use just a little wool-friendly detergent such as Woolite or Eucalan (regular detergents contain enzymes 
which are harmful to wool). 
 
Place your project into the washer alone. My best results have been when I washed my felting projects by 
themselves for a larger project or with only one pair of pre-worn jeans added to the load. 
 
Set your washer away, and now you’re felting in a front-load washing machine. 
 
At the end of the wash cycle, remove your project and adjust to shape. If you’re not yet happy with the way it 
has felted, repeat the washing process again. You can wash it as many times as you like until you reach your 
desired result. I like to felt my items so that I can no longer see any stitch definition, so it’s like a totally differ-
ent fabric from when it was first crocheted/knitted.  
 
If your machine does not allow you to stop mid-cycle, you have no choice but to go through the spin cycle, 
too.  In this instance I’d suggest that you only use bulky yarn, as allowing some finer yarn projects to spin after 
felting can cause creasing which cannot be removed. 
 
So — felting in a front-load washing machine truly is possible, but make sure you do exactly the same process 
with your swatch as with your finished item. That includes doing EVERYTHING the same: using the same 
size hook/needle, the same yarn, the same cycle and measuring all the way. See my felted crochet page for 
more information on which measurements to take.   
 
I hope you enjoy felting in a front-load washing machine. Try it — take the plunge!    Jill Wright is the crea-
tive force behind Woolcrafting, a website full of information on crafting with wool.

some experience to walk into a herd of 30-40 alpaca.  Not only do you get to take pictures with them, but you 
can hand feed and pet them.  Some are more curious than others.  You will 
find that some want to follow you around and give you kisses on your nose 
or lean against you for a little rub.  Depending on the time of year you visit 
there can be baby alpaca to interact with.  You will also learn about their 
history and the superior properties of their fiber.  It is a trip you will be 
talking about for a long time.
